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Through the study of foreign languages, the Saint Viator students will:

· achieve basic competency in speaking, reading, writing, and comprehending the target language.

· practice communicative skills inside the classroom through conversation and interaction.

· explore ways in which to apply foreign language skills outside the classroom.

· use technology to enhance the learning, communication, and appreciation of the target language.

· learn to appreciate and respect other cultures and languages.

· gain a better understanding of their own culture and language by comparison and contrast of the target language.

· broaden their intellectual horizons by learning to entertain varying perspectives on commonplace issues.

· gain insight into Catholic culture, teachings, and traditions in other countries.
