The Catcher in the Rye

Five Paragraph Essay Assignment

Directions:  Please choose one of the following prompts to write about.  Formulate a five paragraph essay utilizing the following rules:

· Begin the introductory paragraph with a quote from the novel that supports the theme of your prompt.  Document this quote in proper MLA format.  For example:  “D.B. was out in Hollywood being a prostitute” (Salinger 2).  Afterwards, connect the use of the quote to the purpose of the essay.
· Write a thorough and detailed thesis statement at the end of the introductory paragraph.

· Write three body paragraphs.  Each body paragraph should have a topic sentence and a concluding/transitional sentence leading towards the next paragraph.  Each body paragraph should analyze and interpret a thematic interpretation of the prompt rather than summarizing the story.
· Utilize advanced transitions (for example: furthermore, additionally, etc.).  Avoid the following transitions:  first, second, third, finally, and in conclusion.

· Write a detailed conclusion that leaves your readers knowing why they read the essay.  Restate your thesis in the middle of the conclusion.  Do not end the conclusion with a rhetorical question.

· Only write in third person (for example:  readers, teenagers, teachers, etc.  Do NOT use I, me, you, or your.)

· Cite at least one quote in the essay to support a particular topic in a body paragraph.  Document the quote in proper MLA (Modern Language Association) format.  For example:  “Stradlater was a phony” (Salinger 32).
Prompt One:  Identify whether or not The Catcher in the Rye by J.D. Salinger is a worthy selection for teenagers to read and discuss in the English classroom.  Develop at least three specific reasons using examples from the text and citing real life situations in third person that prove if the novel is a worthy selection or not.  

Prompt Two:  Holden seems to search for various answers throughout the course of the novel.  Many argue he attempts to find comfort, acceptance, and love from others.  Using specific examples from the text, as well as referencing life experiences in third person, state and defend a view of what Holden intended to search for, as well as what would have provided him true peace and comfort.

Prompt Three:  Holden frequently lies, assumes false identities, and loses himself in fantasies. What seems to be the purpose of him making these decisions? Tie each example you provide together thematically and develop the specific importance of each unique example without simply repeating a general idea. 

Prompt Four:  How does Holden Caulfield define the term “phony”?  Consider who he characterizes as phony and who he considers to not be phony.  Based on the protagonist’s definition, then, how would Holden Caulfield characterize himself and why?  In organizing this essay, you might consider a thesis statement that defines the term, according to Holden.  Support your thesis in the body paragraphs with internal arguments related to different perspectives on the term as proven through specific characters.  Conclude the essay with interpretations of how the term applies to Holden.

_____ / 10 Points:  In addition to the introductory paragraph and first body paragraph, the second and third body paragraph is due at the beginning of class on Monday, November 23.  This should be typed in 12 point Times New Roman font and double spaced.  
_____ / 60 Points:  The final draft of the entire essay consisting of an introductory paragraph, three body paragraphs, and a conclusion is due at the beginning of class on Tuesday, November 24.
