Exposition (first box):  A boy and his family decide to take a vacation on a beautiful yacht.
(Second Box ( introduce characters; explain; give their qualities; are they fat?  Funny?  Mean to their children?  Spoiled?  Ugly? Beautiful?)  The boy who is about 12 years old does not live up to his father’s expectations.  His dad decides to take him on a cruise in order for the boy to “get lost” and play with the other kids on the cruise.  Basically, the dad does not want the kid around.
(Third Box ( leads to conflict):  The father is upset with his son because his son is not athletic.  The boy doesn’t even attract any friends to spend time with on the cruise.  While the father is yelling at his son over all of his short-coming, suddenly, rain falls.

(Fourth Box ( Conflict ensues):  The ship is wrecked in a terrible storm of some dark, black night.  The boy is lanky and thin, and he is able to climb onto a safety boat.  The mean, nasty father is drowning desperately in the ocean.  
(Fifth box ( leading to resolution):The boy watches as his father drowns.  He dreams of his life without him; he relives the terrible things his father said to him.  Unfortunately, guilt sets in.)

(Sixth box ( resolution):  The boy struggles but saves the dad and proves he is not a loser; the father learns to appreciate the son for who he is.)
