For the next two weeks you need to review the following study guide, because you will have a test on reference books next Friday, April 25. The homework for spelling during the next two weeks will help you prepare for this test, but you also need to study the following material. 

Reference Books Study Guide

Almanac: an annual, or yearly book that contains lists of facts, tables, and charts on a specific topic. 
How to remember… When there is a topic that you lack all of the facts, turn to the almanac- An ALmanac has ALL the facts!  

Atlas: A book of maps. 

How to remember… An AT-las tells you where things are AT! 

Dictionary: An alphabetical list of words giving their definitions, examples and information about the pronunciation.
How to remember… A book of D-definitions! D-dictionary! 
Encyclopedia: A book of information articles. Examples are Britannica and Wikipedia!

How to remember….  An encyclopedia has the articles that you “needia”! 

Glossary: A glossary is a list of words or phrases with their definitions. Glossaries are often found at the back of an academic book (textbook) as an appendix to the text. (For an example, see you Social Studies Text!)

Index: A part of a book at the end that contains a list of everything in the book and exactly where to find it. It lists topics and page numbers! 

How to remember this…. A list of everything IN the book with the EXact location. IN – EXact = IN-d-EX
Rhyming Dictionary: A book where words are grouped together by their end sounds. In other words, words that rhyme are grouped together.

Table of Contents: The beginning of a book that lists chapters and topics of the book in order and with page numbers. This listing is not as specific as the index. 
Thesaurus: A book that of synonyms, or words that mean the same thing. 

How to remember… THE “S” book- The Synonym book!  THE- S- aurus!
