	Math-

This week, we have been working on Chapter 7, which begins with learning about the 100th Chart and counting from 1 to 100.  We have been focusing on counting and recognizing the numbers 0-20 as well as filling in the numbers that are missing as we count from 1 to 100.  Next week, we will be starting to learn about counting by 10s to 100 and we will be focusing on number recognition for numbers 0 to 40.   We will also be reviewing even and odd numbers during math stations.
