This week, we continued our unit on the New Testament and the life of Jesus.  We focused on the following stories, which include: The Loaves and Fishes, Jesus Goes to Jerusalem, and Jesus Comes to the Temple. Next week we will be discussing the following stories, which include: The Last Supper, Jesus Dies on the Cross, and Jesus Comes to Life Again.  We will be discussing the Jelly Bean Prayer and the symbolism of the colors in relationship to Jesus.  We will also be making an art activity for Jesus rising from the dead and the angel appearing to the disciples.

	Writing/Language Arts- 

This week, we have been reviewing the letters Ff, Bb, Mm, Aa, Kk, Tt, Rr, Ii, Pp, Nn, Ss, Uu, Jj, Dd, Ee, Ll, Gg, Oo, Ww, Yy, Zz, and Qq. Our focus has been on beginning and ending sounds, sight word identification, CVC spelling skills, and the letter Qq.  During language arts stations, we have worked with the listening center, “Earth and Alien CVC words,” letter sorts, letter handwriting practice, “Write the Room” for the letters b, d, f, and h, and making a classroom quilt for the letter Qq.  Next week, we will be learning about the letter Xx, its sound, and how to write both the uppercase and lowercase letter Xx. We will be focusing on words that end with x, responding to books on tape, focusing on short vowel sounds, working on sight word identification, and ‘Writing the Room.“ We will also be focusing on correct letter formation.  Please review and practice handwriting with your child at home.  Make sure to refer to the Zaner Bloser writing method when working with your child.

	Reading- 

This week, we read the Scholastic AlphaTales Book entitled The Quiet Quail and the short story entitled Quarreling Quails to study the letter Qq.  Next week, we will be reading the Scholastic AlphaTales Book entitled A Xylophone for X-Ray Fish.  We will be working with the short story entitled Sox the Fox to identify sight words and words that begin and end with x.  We will also be discussing the beginning, middle, and end of the story.  The students will complete the story with a journal entry about how they would feel if they got the chicken pox. We encourage our students to continue to read each night with an adult for 15 to 20 minutes and to review his/her sight words on a regular basis.  Our new sight words for this week are: of, that, and when.  Next week, we will add the following words: us, here, and from.  When you read with your child at night, please encourage him/her to point out and read sight words, attempt to sound out CVC words (i.e. cat, dog, hug), and answer comprehension questions about the story (characters, setting, main idea, etc.).  Please work on identifying the cover of the book, the title, the author, and the illustrator as well. Please help your child remember to return his/her reading log at the end of each month. Thank you!

	Math-

This week, we began our study of measurement.  We are learning about using non-standard units of measurement.  We are discussing why measurement is so important in our daily lives.   We have been focusing on how tall or short an object is as well as how long or short an object is.  We have used paper clips, unifix cubes, pennies, counters, marshmallows, and butterfly counters.  Next week we will continue working on measurement.  We will explore our heights, weights, and how to use an inch ruler.  Our stations will also focus on counting objects to 31, non-standard measurement, time, and money.

	Science & Social Studies-

Our science focus for next week is on how a rainbow is formed, the rainbow colors, and the season of spring.  We will be making rainbows and spring pictures out of geometric shapes.  In social studies, we will continue our unit on community helpers and how they help us in our lives.  We have had some wonderful visitors so far.  We look forward to continue learning about different jobs in the community, and having our community helper visitors from our KB and KA parents!
