This week, we continued our unit on the New Testament and the life of Jesus.  We focused on the following stories, which include: Jesus Makes a Blind Man See, The Girl Who Gets Well Again, and The Sower. Next week we will be discussing the following stories, which include: The Loaves and Fishes, Jesus Goes to Jerusalem, and Jesus Comes to the Temple.  We will also continue our study of the Lenten season.  We will be discussing how we can sacrifice our time to help others in preparation for Easter.  We will answer the writing prompt: “I can be a follower of Jesus by…” and discuss the concept of being God’s children and our faith in Jesus.  

	Writing/Language Arts- 

This week, we have been reviewing the letters Ff, Bb, Mm, Aa, Kk, Tt, Rr, Ii, Pp, Nn, Ss, Uu, Jj, Dd, Ee, Ll, Gg, Oo, Ww, and Yy. Our focus has been on beginning sounds, sight word identification, CVC spelling skills, and the letter Vv.  During language arts stations, we have worked with a time poem, made viper art activities, used alphabet cookies to identify initial sounds and pictures, and worked on our handwriting. Next week, we will be learning about the letter Zz, its sound, and how to write both the uppercase and lowercase letter Zz. We will be focusing on beginning and ending sounds, writing in our KB time books, and making zebra puppets with zig zap stripes. We will also be focusing on correct letter formation.  Please review and practice handwriting with your child at home.  Make sure to refer to the Zaner Bloser writing method when working with your child.

	Reading- 

This week, we read the Scholastic AlphaTales Book entitled Vera Viper’s Valentine and the short story entitled Violet and Vicky Viper to study the letter Vv.  Next week, we will be reading the Scholastic AlphaTales Book entitled Zack the Zebra.  We will be working with the short story entitled Zeke, the Zippy Zebra to identify sight words and words that begin with z.  We will also be discussing the beginning, middle, and end of the story.  The students will complete a four square activity to illustrate the story. We encourage our students to continue to read each night with an adult for 15 to 20 minutes and to review his/her sight words on a regular basis.  Our new sight words for this week are: down, will, and help.  Next week, we will add the following words: how, color, come, and friend.  When you read with your child at night, please encourage him/her to point out and read sight words, attempt to sound out CVC words (i.e. cat, dog, hug), and answer comprehension questions about the story (characters, setting, main idea, etc.).  Please help your child remember to return his/her reading log at the end of each month. Thank you!

	Math-

This week, we began our study of time.  We are learning about the time of day, morning, afternoon, and evening activities, and how to tell time to the hour.   We have been focusing on how the long hand on a clock tells the minutes and that the short hand tells the hour.  We made paper plate clocks to utilize during calendar and math instruction.  We have also started learning two new songs for telling time, which are called “Hip Hop Around the Clock” and “Match My Clock.” During math stations, we played “Money Match” to review coins.  We worked on identifying days of the week with word cards and activity sheets.  We have graphed, tallied, and practiced writing our color words with gumballs during the “Luck of the Draw” activity.  Next week we will continue working on the months of the year, telling time, counting to 100, identifying numbers, and our KB time booklets.  

	Science & Social Studies-

Our science focus this week has been on the weather, the seasons, and months of the year.  We learned about the four different seasons and how the trees change throughout the seasons.  We made “Four Seasons” wheels to display different activities during each season of the year.  Next week, we will be dressing construction paper bears for the different types of weather, such as: snowy, rainy, or sunny, with hand created construction paper clothing, shoes, etc.  In social studies, we began our study about community helpers and how they help us in our lives.  We look forward to learning about different jobs in the community, and having our community helper visitors from our KB and KA parents very soon!
