Course requirements:  To be a successful Integrated Algebra 2 student, it is important that you: 
· Complete all daily assignments.  Class participation and completion of homework are essential to the learning process in the mathematics classroom.  In order to learn Integrated Algebra 2, you must DO Integrated Algebra 2.
· Attend class regularly.  Your daily presence is imperative!  Save your absences for real sickness and real emergencies.  There is a direct correlation between class grades and class attendance.

Calculators:  You will use the TI-83/84 in this class and in subsequent math classes here in high school.  Select Integrated Algebra 2 lessons will require the use of a graphing calculator.  In case you do not wish to purchase your own, the school does have a calculator rental agreement.  Please see me if you are interested in renting a graphing calculator for the school year.

Expectations:  I expect my students to EXCEL and EXCEED all expectations.  Achievement is not an accident.  We all work to make great things happen.

I expect students to work both independently and cooperatively to enhance the learning environment of all students and me.

I expect students to behave in a manner that is conducive to learning.  This includes bringing your book, notes, and pencil to class EVERY DAY.  I will address situations as they arise if clarification is necessary.

I expect students to grow as mathematics learners and understand how they themselves learn best.

Make-up Policy:  If a student is absent the day before a quiz/test, he/she is expected to take it with the rest of the class if he/she returns the next day.  If a student misses a quiz, the test grade for that chapter will also count as the quiz grade.  The interim exam (midterm) will replace a prior test grade (if the interim grade is higher than one of the test grades) and the final exam will replace a test grade from (if the final exam grade is higher than a test grade from the second half of the semester).  All missing homework assignments must be made up in my classroom either during lunch or after school before the chapter test.

Academic Dishonesty:  Academic dishonesty includes any or all of the following:  giving/receiving information during an assessment, using unauthorized materials as aids during an assessment, acquiring/dispensing prohibited materials before an assessment, giving/receiving answers on homework assignments, or giving the appearance of any of the aforementioned.  The penalties for cheating are stated in the student handbook.
