Grading: 

Students’ scores will be based on a weighted points system. Students’ scores will be calculated as follows:

60% = formative assessments (quizzes, projects, etc.)

40% = summative assessments (end-of unit assessments)

The points earned will accumulate for the entire semester. The final exam will be weighted 15% of the semester grade.

100% - 90% = A

89% - 80% = B

79% - 70% = C

69% - 60 = D

59% and below = F
