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Philosophy of the Program:

This program is based on the belief that the purpose of learning Spanish is to communicate with the people who speak it and to understand their cultures. <<Exprésate>> contains 10 thematically organized chapters in which each student learns to communicate about his or her own life and how to interact with Hispanic cultures.
