Pay attention to Pass Advanced score in addition to overall pass rates.

SOL Subgroups
Federal government (NCLB, AYP) raises the pass rate by 4% each year with a goal of 100% passing by 2013.  The 2008 pass rate for subgroups is 77% in reading.  National focus is shifting to Middle School level and we need to be proactive in providing a well-rounded curriculum with thorough reading instruction.
