Planetary Converters

In this converter, instead of using functions, we will use the formulas directly in the script. Today’s converter will prompt for a person’s Earth weight and return the person’s weight on each planet of the solar system.

Instead of using a slew of functions for each planet, however, we will use a variable for each planet to determine the weight.

var weight=prompt("Enter your weight in pounds","120")

var Mercury=weight*.378;

alert("Your Weight Across The Solar System:\n\nYour weight on Mercury is " + Mercury + " pounds.");

The code above is the code for the weight on Mercury. To display the weight for the rest of the planets, you can either put it all in the same text box, or have multiple text boxes (one for each planet).  The other conversion rates are:

Mercury: weight * .378

Venus: weight * .907

Moon: weight * .166

Mars: weight * .377

Jupiter: weight * 2.36

Saturn: weight * 1.06

Uranus: weight * .889

Neptune: weight * 1.125

Pluto: weight * .067
