      2. Quizzes will be given on nearly every reading assignment.  

                  3. Make-up tests and quizzes
                      a. Missed tests and quizzes will be made up during your study period or before or 
                          after school in the third floor testing center.  Students are responsible for setting 

                          a time with their teacher when they return to school.  The teacher will place the 

                          test or quiz to the testing center. 
                      c. Completion dates for make-up work for extended absences due to illness will be 
                          made in consultation with the teacher.

           D.  The Religion Department does not offer extra credit.  Ethics teachers may give one 

                 bonus point opportunity per semester.  It will be selected by the teachers and be added 
                 to the homework category with a maximum value of 10 points.
