Rule 1
Most nouns become plural by adding “s”.

Nouns that end in “ch”, “sh”, “x”, “z”, or “s” add “es”.

Example: bush to bushes__________________________
Rule 3
Nouns that end in “f” or “fe” often change to “ves”.
Example: wife to wives______________________
Rule 4
Nouns that end in a consonant letter and “y”, drop the “y” and add “ies”.
Example: sky to skies__________________________________
Rule 5
Nouns that end in a vowel letter and “y”, just add “s”. 

Example: donkey to doneys.______________________
Rule 6
Nouns that end in a vowel plus “o”, add an “s”.
