Dear Parents,

Welcome to the Sixth Grade.  With parents, teachers, and students working together I am anticipating a very successful year.  The Sixth Grade curriculum promises to be both interesting and challenging.
 I will be your child’s main Language Arts and Social Studies teacher.  Language Arts includes reading, writing, vocabulary, spelling, grammar, and research skills.  Using novels and our new literature text, Elements of Literature, extensive vocabulary work, comprehension exercises, and writing assignments will be an important part of the daily Language Arts program.  Students will also be expected to read at home for at least 60 minutes weekly.  They will keep track of this time through the use of a reading log, which will be due on Fridays.  Please monitor the log and sign it. One book report will be assigned each semester.
During the first semester, Mrs. Jane Perkins will be using, Voyages in English, to help strengthen grammar skills during Language Arts Enrichment (LAE).  This program will provide students with proficiency in writing skills and grammar.  Ms. Tricia Riordan will continue the LAE program during the second semester.

Grading for Language Arts will be:

30% Tests/Projects

25% LAE  

20% Quizzes

15% Class work/Homework/Reading Logs
10% Class Preparation/Behavior
In Social Studies, students will explore our world’s history.  Along with our text, Human Heritage, students will start with basic geography skills using maps, atlas’s and globes.  We will then study the beginnings of civilization, the earliest known civilizations, Greece, Rome, Mesopotamia, Egypt, the Middle Ages, and into modern times and the Twentieth Century.  

Grading for Social Studies will be:
40 % Tests/Projects
30% Quizzes
20% Homework/Class work
10% Class preparation/Behavior 

Religion, Math, and Science is taught by Mrs. Zamborsky. Please see her for more information concerning these subjects.
Homework is essential to student learning.  Homework assignments must be completed neatly and turned in on time.  It is the responsibility of the student to copy the assignments correctly.   Homework will be part of your child’s grade.
It is the responsibility of the student to have tests and quizzes signed by his/her parents and returned the next day.

Absentee work will be given full credit if it is completed within a week of the student’s return, unless other arrangements are made with the teacher.  On the day the student returns, he/she should be prepared to take any missed tests or quizzes unless other arrangements were made in advance.  It is the student’s responsibility to make these arrangements with the teacher.  All work must be made up.  Failure to make up the work will result in a grade of zero.  In the event of the cancellation of school due to weather or any emergency, test/quizzes will be given on the first day that we return to school, and assignments will also be due on the first day back.
