	Levels of organization (37)

	Organism, population, community, ecosystem, biosphere.

	Biotic (36)
	The living parts of the environment.

	Abiotic (36)
	The non-living parts of an environment (soil, water, light, and temperature).

	Consumer (41)
	An organism that eats producers or other organisms for energy.

	Solar eclipse (246)
	When the shadow of the moon falls on the Earth.

	Lunar eclipse (246)
	When the shadow of the Earth falls on the moon

	Adaptations (66)
	A characteristic that helps an organism survive and reproduce in its environment.

	Food Web (42)
	A complex diagram representing the many energy pathways in a real ecosystem.


	Heat Flow (367-371)
	Thermal energy is transferred from hot to cold.


	Conduction
	The transfer of thermal energy from one substance to another by direct contact.

	Convection
	The transfer of thermal energy by the movement of a liquid or a gas.

	Radiation
	The transfer of energy through matter or space.

	Nuclear power/energy (335)
	The form of energy associated with changes in the nucleus of an atom.

	Producer (40)
	Organisms that make their own food, usually by using the energy form sunlight to make sugar.

	Refraction (437, 497)
	The a bending of a wave as it passes at an angle from on medium to another.

	Seasons (174)
	Seasonal changes are determined by latitude and the tilt of the earth on its axis as it revolves around the sun.  Be familiar with a seasonal diagram like the one on page 174.

	Sedimentary rocks
	Rock formed from consolidated clay segments.

	Wave length (152, 433)
	The distance between one point on a wave and the corresponding point on an adjacent wave in a series of waves.

	Amplitude (432, 461)
	The maximum distance a wave travels from its rest position.

	Commensalism (49)
	A relationship which one organism benefits and one is unaffected.”  (i.e. good bacteria)

	Decomposer (41)
	Organisms that get energy by breaking down the remains of dead organisms.

	Energy (328)
	The ability to do work.

	Extinction (64)
	Describes a species of organism that has died out completely.

	Forms of energy (332-335)
	Thermal, chemical, electrical, sound, light, nuclear.

	Frequency (434, 458)
	The number of waves produced in a given amount of time.

	Mutualism (49).
	A symbiotic relationship in which both organisms benefit

	Parasitism (50)
	A symbiotic association in which one organism benefits while the other is harmed.

	Reflection (436, 463, 495)
	The bouncing back of a wave after it strikes a barrier or an object.

	Relative age (115)
	The age of an object determined by object or events.

	Tides (158)

	Daily movement of ocean water.

	Wave (426, 453)
	A disturbance that transmits energy through matter or space.
