Second Quarter Project for Honors Earth Science 
This quarter you will be allowed to choose the topic of your project. The choices are listed below. You will work individually on your project. Each topic will be due at the conclusion of that unit. The General Topic will be due at the end of the course. 
Oceanography Topic- You will create a skit or a song about the oceanography information covered in class. You will need to “perform” in front of the class. You will need to include at least 25 vocabulary words or phrases, used correctly. 
Meteorology Topic- You will be expected to create an accurate weather forecast and present it to the class as a “real” meteorologist. You will have to include vocabulary words (at least 25) and have visuals to display during your presentation.

Astronomy Topic- Because of the continuous stream of new information about astronomy, you will be searching for information about new discoveries. You will print out 25 articles, dated back no farther than the end of last school year. You then need to write a detailed summary of the article. You will inform the class about three that you believe are the most important new discoveries. 
General Earth Science Topic- You will be discovering Earth Science topics mentioned in song lyrics. You must find 25 references in songs. You will tell the song name and the artist(s) that sings it. Then you will give a brief summary of how the lyric is used in the song and also its correct, accurate meaning in our class. You will play the selected lyrics of three songs to the class and explain the relationship to Earth Science class.
