	Choose Digital Content like Gale Collection and World Book.  Or choose print material by clicking on the Scott Online Catalog.


	Use your Student ID number as your username and your silly word as your password.


	Use lastnamefirstname for your login and your silly word as your password.

	
	Create a “My List” of printed sources you might want to use later.


	The program will automatically save your work.  Just close your account when you are done typing.


	NoodleTools will automatically save your work until you get to the note taking phase of your project.

You can create notecards for each of your sources sited. Your questions are what you want to find out about your topic.

	
	Click on the + within the book information you wish to use.

Click on “Add to List”.
	If you want to share a document, click the share button. 
	Use ABCLOU for note taking in the paraphrase box of each notecard.   You need to save your work here.
