TENTH GRADE RESEARCH PAPER


The tenth grade term paper will be five/six pages long.  It will be completed in conjunction with another academic class.  The final copy due for English on March 14, 2008 will be typed on school computers as indicated in the research booklet and will include a title page, outline, five/six pages of text, parenthetical citations, a graph/chart, a works cited page, and page numbers.  A minimum of five approved sources will be required.   The approved style sheet booklet will be used in preparation of the paper. 
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The first thirteen assignments will reflect the “process” grade; a +3 (100%) will be given for each assignment completed correctly and on time.  These grades will be included in the second marking period report card. The grade for the term paper itself will be the average of the ten percentage grades given for the final copy.  Ten points will be taken off for each day late.  These grades will be included in the third marking period report card.  After a conference with Mrs. Allen, the student will submit two revised copies—one for English and one for the other academic area. The student will also be given credit in the other class.
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
