2. CLASSROOM POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

4. EVALUATION/GRADES

a. Quizzes

3. Pencils mandatory; showing all work is mandatory.
c. Grades

1. Homework will count for approximately 20% of your grade.

2. Quizzes will count for approximately 25% of your grade.
3. Tests will count for approximately 50% of your grade.
4. The remaining 5% will come from class participation and policy.  (You will lose class participation points if you come to class without all your supplies, if you are not taking notes, if you are working on assignments for another class or are disruptive during class.)
