1. REQUIRED MATERIALS

A. Textbook—must be brought to class every day.

B. One folder and a notebook (scientific) to be used only for math.

4. EVALUATION/GRADES

A. Quizzes

B. Tests

3. Pencils mandatory; showing all work is mandatory.

C. Grades

1. Grades will be calculated on a Total Points basis.

4. The semester exam counts for 20% of the semester grade.
