1. Nominative: subject, predicate

2. Genitive: possession; translate “of”

3. Dative: indirect object, object of special verbs; translate “to” or “for”

4. Accusative: direct object, object of some prepositions

5. Ablative: object of SID P SPACE prepositions, ablative absolute, ablative of time, ablative of means and agent; translate “by” or “with”
