“SUMMER READING” Review Assignment for AP Calculus
Who?
Students in Mrs. Roth’s AP Calculus class of 2008-2009
What?  To prepare for AP Calculus, students will review the concepts of Advanced Pre-Calculus over the summer by completing the following review assignment.
Why?    I believe this year’s class has the ability to achieve what no AP Calculus class at Central has ever achieved before:  a 100% success rate with scores of 3 or better on the AP Calculus exam next spring.  Students in the CCHS AP Calculus class will spend a great deal of time and effort both in and outside class in order to master these calculus concepts.  (The rule of thumb for college classes applies here:  students should expect to spend 1-2 hours every night working on AP Calculus for every hour they spend in class.)  

The summer review assignment will serve three purposes: (1) to review the concepts and skills of Advanced Pre-Calculus that we will immediately build on in the study of Calculus (2) to allow us more class time on Calculus instead of taking time to review Pre-calc concepts in class (3) to build up the problem-solving, reasoning, and study skill “muscles” that may have gotten flabby over the summer. When?  Students should work on this assignment in August, rather than June or July. This way, the concepts and skills will be fresh in mind and students will be ready to begin the study of Calculus right when school starts.
The review assignment problems are due on the first day of school.  They will be collected and graded, and the grade recorded will count as the first graded homework or quiz of the 1st quarter.

Where?  Students should find a quiet place to read and work on math problems, as they will be spending a lot of time in this space over the course of the school year.  Students may work together on this assignment.  However, my graded homework policy will still be in use:  Any work a student hands in must reflect that student’s own understanding of the problem.  If two students turn in similar work, I will call each aside to explain their work to me individually.  If either student cannot justify the work shown on his or her own paper, both students will lose points and may be subject to the student handbook policy on cheating.
