ADVERB CLAUSES: INTRODUCTION

	(a) When we were in New York, we saw several plays.

(b)  We saw several plays when we were in New York.
	When we were in New York is an adverb clause. It is a dependent clause. It cannot stand alone as a sentence. It must be connected to an independent clause.
Punctuation: When an adverb clause precedes an independent clause, as in (a), a comma is used to separate the clauses.

When the adverb clause follows, as in (b), usually no comma is used.

	(c) Because he was sleepy, he went to bed.

(d) He went to bed because he was sleepy.
	Because introduces an adverb clause. Because he was sleepy is an adverb clause.

	There are many kinds of adverb clauses. Adverbs answer questions like where, when, why, how. 
There are three important points to pay attention to when making adverb clauses:

1) Punctuation
2) The meaning of the adverb you are using 

3) Verb tense in both the adverb clause and the independent (main) clause

On the next page, you will see some examples of types of adverb clauses and the adverbs* you can use to introduce them.

*Words that introduce adverb clauses are also called subordinating conjunctions.
