Adverbs/Adverb Phrases/Adverb Clauses
Adverbs answer questions like where, when, how, and why. Examples of adverbs are here,  there, later, tomorrow, easily, fast.

Look at these sentences:
I borrowed some money yesterday.		   yesterday = an adverb
I borrowed some money on Friday.		   on Friday = an adverb phrase
I borrowed some money before I bought a car.	   before I bought a car = an adverb clause

In the last sentence, before I bought a car has a subject and verb, so it is a clause. But it is a dependent clause because it cannot stand alone; it needs the main clause I borrowed some money to make a complete idea. Therefore, an adverb clause is a dependent clause which does the job of an adverb.

Types of adverb clauses

There are many types of adverb clauses. Here are some examples of the most common types:
	Type
	Question answered
	Example

	Where? 
	Wherever you go in Seattle, there are coffee shops.

	Time 
	When? 
	While I was sleeping, someone broke into my house!

	Cause 
	Why? (What caused this?) 
	I didn't call because I didn’t have time. 

	Purpose 
	Why? (What was the reason for doing this?) 
	I study so that I can get a better job. 

	Opposition
(Sometimes called Concession)
	Why is this unexpected?
(It’s opposite of what I expect.) 
	Although Mom doesn’t like it, she works as a maid. 

	Condition 
	Under what conditions? 
	If you save your money, you will be able to take a vacation in Hawaii. 



The word which introduces the adverb clause is called a coordinating conjunction.
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
