	Some verbs can be followed by either an infinitive or a gerund, sometimes with no difference in meaning, as in Group 3A below, and sometimes with a difference in meaning, as in Group 3B below.

	The verbs in Group 3A may be followed by either an infinitive or a gerund with little or no difference in meaning.

	(a) It began to rain. / It began raining.

(c) It is beginning to rain.
	There is no difference between began to rain and began raining or started to work and started working.

If the main verb is continuous, an infinitive (not a gerund) is usually used.

	The verbs in Group 3B may be followed by either an infinitive or a gerund, but the meaning is different.

(e) Irena often forgets to lock the door.
 
(f) I remember seeing Seattle for the first time. It was so beautiful!

(g) I‘ll never forget seeing Seattle for the first time.
	Remember + infinitive = remember to perform a responsibility, duty, or task.
Forget + infinitive = forget to perform a responsibility, duty, or task.

Remember + gerund = recall something that happened in the past.

Forget + gerund = forget something that happened in the past. 


	(h) I regret to tell you that you weren’t accepted.

(i) I regret marrying that lazy woman!
	Regret + infinitive = regret to tell someone of some bad news.

Regret + gerund = regret doing something in the past.
 

	(j) I’m trying to learn find a job, but it isn’t easy.

(k) I tried looking on the Internet and I tried going to WorkSource, but there weren’t any jobs for me.

	Try + infinitive = make an effort to do something. 

Try + gerund = experiment with a new or different approach to see if it works.
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
