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You are the contractor for a home improvement company.  A customer has requested that their bedroom be updated by either new paint or wallpaper.  You must provide them with a detailed cost proposal for each option.  Use the following information and guidelines to assist in writing the proposals.



wallpaper vs. paint





Room Dimensions:





The room is 15’ by 21’ and the walls are 8’ tall.





On one wall there is a window that is 55” by 70”.





On a second wall there is another window that is 3’ by 54”.





A third wall has the door which is 80” by 30”.





The fourth wall is empty (void of window/door).











HINT:  all of your dimensions should be in the same units of measure.





Paint Information:





One gallon of paint covers 400 square feet of wall.  


You will need 3 coats of paint for a thorough job.  The paint costs $17.99/gallon and the other painting supplies will cost $24.


The painter charges $15/hour and estimates that it will take 4 hours to complete all 3 coats of paint.





Wallpaper Information:





Wallpaper is sold in rolls that are 3’ by 35’.  Each roll costs $35 and the supplies will cost $41.  The wallpaper hanger charges $17/hour and estimates it will take 5 hours to complete the room.





Finished Product to turn in:


Neat drawing of each wall labeled with dimensions and total area. (Use a ruler!)


Calculations of the cost of each (wallpaper and paint) that is neat and easy to follow with all parts labeled.


Written (or typed) explanation to accompany the calculations.
