1. The paper must be over a major event or invention of Twentieth Century American History (1900-2000). It will be a combination of an informative and cause / effect paper.  
A. The first half of the paper will be informative; give specific facts about your topic

B. In the second half of the paper discuss the causes of the event and the effects the event has had on American society.
2. Source Requirement: 3 SOURCES MINIMUM
A. One maximum from the Internet

B. All others may be newspapers, books, magazines, etc. (note: Blue Skyways (skyways.lib.ks.us( will be considered a magazine source).

C. No general encyclopedias may be used as sources (If you have questions regarding what is a general encyclopedia, be sure to ask!)

3. Other Requirements: 

A. 4-5 pages: (five COMPLETE PAGES other than works cited page)

B. All M.L.A. guidelines must be followed

C. A typed rough draft must be turned in; a handwritten one will NOT be accepted.
