How to Use IXL Math

1. Go to http://www.ixl.com

2. Log in, using the login and password you were provided

Once you log in to the site, you should see 4 tabs at the top of the page: Practice, Reports, Awards, and Membership (don’t worry about membership; students are under my account).
Practice
This tab leads to all of the activities that students can work on.  Once in the practice section, click on the level where the student is currently working.

This will give you a list of every skill included at that level, organized by topic and labeled with a letter and number combination (for example L.2).  If the skill has a colored graph icon next to it, the student has already begin work on that skill.

Often, I will be asking students to spend time working on skills they have done well on in class so they have the chance for more independent practice with those skills.

From this page, students can click on any skill and continue their work on that skill.

Reports
Clicking on the Reports tab, should give you a report on everything your child has done on IXL.com.

· Student Summary – shows number of problems attempted, number of skills worked on, and total amount of time spent on the site.

· Time Spent – shows a week by week breakdown of time your child has spent using the site.  Some weeks, one individual student might use the site frequently, while other weeks they may be using other computer applications.  Expect this graph to fluctuate.

· Student Usage – this graph shows the time students have spent on each category of skill (addition, money, time, etc.)

· Skills Practiced – the most useful part of the report, this shows each individual skill the student has worked on, including time spent, problems attempted, and score.  From this page, students can click on any skill and continue their work on that skill.

Awards
As students make progress, they can come to this page and receive different awards.  Clicking on the stars will reveal a prize (a picture) and you can click on any picture to show what the award was for.  This is a nice visual representation for students of how much progress they are making.
