menorah: candelabrum used in Jewish worship
partisan: Soviet/Russian underground resistance movement
stereotype: treat or classify according to characteristics 
ghetto: A usually poor section of a city inhabited by people of the same race, religion, or social background, often because of discrimination. 

barrack: building or group of buildings for lodging
typhus: infectious disease common in areas of war, famine, or other catastrophes
bystander: a person present but not involved
concentration camp: camp people are detained and confined during war, typically under harsh conditions
displacement: to move something from its environment 
genocide: the deliberate and systematic extermination of a national, racial, political, or cultural group
Passover: a Jewish festival that commemorates the exodus of the Jews from Egypt
Rabbi: a title of respect for a Jewish scholar or teacher
scapegoat: a person or group made to bear the blame for others or to suffer in their place
Swastika: the official emblem of the Nazi party
Torah: Jewish scripture
Yiddish: language spoken by Jews
Nazis: members of the National Socialist German Workers' Party under Adolf Hitler.
Ally: a person or group who associates or cooperates with another
