Preparing Injections from a vial--Perform skill beginning on page 550 of Smith using correct technique and paying particular attention to:

3. Palpating brachial artery and placing cuff appropriately--5 points.

4. Auscultating systolic and diastolic blood pressure--5 points.

Tube Feeding--Intermittent--Perform skill beginning on page 611 and 604 (“Method of Determining Gastric pH”), 601 step 14 and 14a, using correct technique and paying particular attention to:

3. Ensuring patient is able to receive feeding--15 points.

4. Ensuring tube is placed in stomach correctly--15 points.

2. Assessing patient's need for suctioning--5 points.

Preparing Sterile Field, pouring from a sterile container, adding sterile item to sterile field--Perform skills beginning on page 822 of Smith using correct technique and paying particular attention to:

1. Following sterile principles when opening sterile drape, donning gloves and maintaining sterile field--25 points.

2. Dropping sterile item on sterile field without contaminating field--10 points.

3. Pouring liquid into container on sterile field using sterile principles--15 points.
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
