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Class Binder


    Every student is required to have a smaller math binder for the classroom.  It should be a 
1 to 1 1/2 inch binder.  This binder will be kept in class.  It will be used to keep track of 
graded tests and quizzes, word problems, journal entries, and other selected work.  

Tests, Quizzes, & Projects
    Tests, Quizzes and Projects will be given throughout the year on material we have learned in class.  In most cases students will be given one week’s advance notice of all tests and quizzes and a corresponding study guide.  Projects will also be clearly announced and accompanied by a rubric.  Feel free to check your child’s agenda or my website for these details and dates as they pop up throughout the year.
 
Grading
    Final grades are determined by calculating the number of points received during the term against the total possible points for the term.  The following is a list of assignments 
and assessments that will contribute towards semester points with approximate point values:
 
    	Tests ≈ 50-100 points each
	Quizzes ≈ 10-50 points each
	Projects ≈ 10-50 points each
	Problems of the Week ≈ 10-15 points each
	Homework ≈ 1-2 points each

Bonus Points
    There will be some opportunities for students to earn points for doing extra assignments, challenging problems, or bonus questions on quizzes.  These points will be added as extra points at the end of a grading period.
 
Extra Help
    I am available after school until 3 pm Tuesdays and Thursdays for extra help for anyone who 
decides to stay after.  Advance notice is not necessary for these sessions.  If mornings are the best time for your child to get extra help then email me to discuss a morning that will work for both of us.  Morning help sessions will start at 7 am and conclude at 7:30 am.  You should 
arrange a morning session at least one day in advance.  If your child has self graded any homework assignment as a 2 or 1, then that is the first indication that they should spend some extra time with me after or before school.  My desire is to see all students succeed, and offer as much encouragement and support as I possibly can with the time that I am given.

Homework

Homework is a vital part of every students’ successful math journey. Mathematics is a
spiraling curriculum where mastery of today’s lesson must be obtained For tomorrow's
successes. Homework will usually be given nightly, with the exception
of weekends. There will be some weekends that students are asked to
complete math assignments. The assignments will be designed to take
approx. 20-25 minutes each night. If you find your child struggling on
an assignment for more than 30 minutes, have them put the assignment
aside and move on to other work. They may be personally struggling
with a key concept that they need more help understanding, or the entire
class may be having a similar problem. Homework is graded for
completeness and effort, not correctness. Students will self grade their
own assignments for understanding. Successful completion of
assignments will contribute to each trimester grade. Late or missing
