You will be given a verb or verbs, and asked to conjugate according to the tense given. Make sure to know how to form each of the following tenses according to their correct principle part:
· Present

· Imperfect

· Perfect

· Pluperfect

You will also want to make sure that you can identify a 3rd –io verb. Use the Conjugation Practice Sheets on the quia.com site.

Grammar

The grammar section of this test will concern two major topics

· uses of the genitive

· uses of the participle
