Definitions-
Strings of sentence are a series of sentences that have no clear relationship to each other or which talk about a non-related topic. There are no connector words such as “and”, “or” and “also”.  
Connected sentences are sentences that all have a relationship to the same topic and are sentences that use connecting words such as, “that”, “who” and “which”.  
Paragraph structure is three or more groups of connected sentences that use transition words, such as, “first, next, then, after that, at last, finally”.   Paragraph structure will have an introduction to the topic.  The “thesis” sentence is clearly identifiable.  A conclusion, however short, is present.  
Details give supporting information that will answer the questions: who, what, where, when, why and how.
