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Directions to Create a Watermark in Word
1. Select the clipart image and insert it into your document.

2. Resize the image to fill the portion of the page you want it cover.

3. While the image is highlighted go to the Picture toolbar and select the Color tool (second from the left.)

4. Click and slide down to washout.

5. Go back to the Picture toolbar (image must be highlighted) and click the Text Wrapping button (fourth from the right.)
6. Slide down to Behind Text and click.

7. Your document is ready for you to add text.

8. Once your text has been added you can adjust the watermark accordingly.
9. You can also add a watermark to an existing document.
This is a great tool for teachers to use to add an image that will grab the student’s attention while taking in the content. Maps, flags, graphics of science tools are all good choices. As you look at clipart start thinking about the watermark possibilities.
This process works very well with all of the Microsoft Clips Online clipart. Certain images taken from the web or off of clip art CDs may not work. You will need to experiment.
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
