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Unidentified E-mail
If you receive an e-mail that you are not sure about the sender you can always check the Internet headers. This window will tell you exactly where the unknown e-mail came from. Follow these steps to do this in Outlook or Outlook Express:

Right click on the unopened e-mail. Go to Options. The message options window appears. At the bottom of the window you will see an area that says Internet headers. Most of what you see won’t make sense but scroll down to see where the e-mail came from. You should find out more about the sender. This will allow you to make a decision on whether to open the file or not. 
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MassONE Accounts and Storage
Here are some end of the year reminders for you and your students.
SUMMER'S JUST AROUND THE CORNER!

Although you and your students may be going on vacation, MassONE will continue to operate through the summer. Wherever you go, you can access MassONE if you have an Internet connection. You can use it to store files and then access them from any location. You might also want to experiment with some of MassONE's tools so that you can use them in the fall. Give it a try, and have fun!

END-OF-YEAR CLEAN-UP

With the school year almost over, teachers need to remind students to clean out any files they have stored in their personal MassONE My Folder. This applies only to students who will be going to a different school in the fall. Students should copy their files to another storage medium, such as a flash drive, and then reload them into MassONE when they enter their new school in the fall. In case students need their files for summer work, MassONE will retain the files in each student's My Folder until the end of the summer.

AVOIDING PROBLEMS WITH STUDENT PASSWORDS

In most cases, classroom teachers can create student accounts simply by rostering students into their classroom workgroup. The roster tool allows teachers to search for the names of students in their school, select the names, and then add them to the workgroup. The tool will also produce a list of students' usernames and passwords. Teachers should only set up accounts when students are ready to begin using MassONE. If a student does not log in within 24 hours of being rostered, the password must be reset by the teacher, the MassONE Admin, or the MassONE Help Desk.

CALENDAR TOOL
The MassONE calendar tool will be discontinued in July. If you have been using the calendar, be sure to plan accordingly.

Student Technology Skills Surveys
The Lead Technology Teachers will be asking the grade 5, 8, and 11 students to take a brief Technology Skills Survey. The survey has been created in Quia. This survey will provide the district with important information on how we are doing. We need this data to move forward in our planning to educate 21st Century Students.
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Computer Happening in Norwell
A lot of great things have been happening this spring in technology. Debbie Coggeshall’s Pre-K students have been working with The Graph Club. They have made graphs from data they collected in their classroom. They have watched the weather all year long and created monthly weather graphs. They have now converted their data into pictographs and bar graphs on the computer. Her students have also learned to use KidPix. They have drawn self portraits and worked with the Stamp Tool. Their pictures have become part of the classroom Art Gallery. Anne Higgin’s Pre-K class has been using KidPix to improve their mouse skills all year long.
In grade two, Wendy Harper’s students have created pictures of what they have studied in science this year. Their final product is a slideshow in KidPix with all their pictures. Grade three students at Cole have been using MaxShow to create presentations. Julie Needle’s English classes read Tom Sawyer and wrote an additional chapter. They used the Paint program in Windows to create original pictures that were used in their PowerPoint presentations. The Fanning, Kelly, Needle, Bergquist team has been taking pictures all year long. They are putting them into a slideshow to share with parents. In grade 8 science, Miss Mazzola’s students are finishing up their presentations using PowerPoint. Mrs. Kent’s seventh and eighth graders have worked all year long on safety videos. These are a new project at the middle school using iMovie and the TV studio. Sixth grade math teachers, Debbie Anderson, Deb Wisgirda, and Jeannine Ferris have been using the National Archive of Virtual Manipulatives to help students better understand certain concepts. Many sixth grade students can be found in the Library honing their vocabulary skills. They have been using a great web site call Free Rice that Lynn Laffan had found.
