PC Re-Imaging 
Delete your Temporary Internet Files. Make sure you are deleting all the offline files. Clear your History. Make web sites part of your Favorites and they will be transferred.

Delete unnecessary e-mails. Those you want to keep should be moved to folders. If you need instructions or help with this, contact me well in advance of your school’s re-imaging date.

The tool within XP worked very well. Directions and flash drives will be given out in your building.
Once you are connected to the ADMIN domain you will have to use a username and password every time you turn on your computer. You will have a folder on the server where you can store your files. You will be able to move your documents from your computer to the server which is backed-up on a regular basis. Certain software applications store files within the program (KidPix, Student Writing Center, mPower and Scholastic Keys). If you want these files, then do a Save As and get another copy into your My Documents folder.
