Proper Lab Report Format (Title) 1pt
Purpose: The purpose of this lab is to demonstrate the proper lab report technique and format. 1pt
Background: The purpose of the background is to give important information needed to successfully complete the lab. Any equations, definitions and/or important concepts should be included in the background. The background is usually one to three paragraphs long, and written in full sentences. The background can be found in the beginning of each lab in the lab manual. The background is worth 2 points. 
Procedure: 5pts
1. The procedure is usually written in bulleted format.

2. Each major step in the lab should be represented.

3. The procedure can be found in detail in the lab manual. 

4. The procedure does not have to be word for word, but it can be if you want.

Questions / Calculations/Graphs: 6 pts
1. Where can questions be found? Questions can be found in your lab manual, at the end of the lab. 

2. Do you have to write the questions? Yes, you should write the question out before the answer OR reflect the question in your answer. 
3. Which questions should you answer? Answer all the questions noted in class, but usually not the Going Further section. 

4. Where do you put calculations and graphs? Calculations and graphs are often found in the questions, but sometimes are needed (but not included) for the questions. You can have calculations in a separate section if you choose, but most often, you should include them in the question section. Graphs should each be on a separate piece of graph paper. 
5. How many points are the questions, calculations and graphs worth? They are worth 6 points total. 

Conclusion: 


A conclusion is written in sentence format. It will refer to the purpose and background of the lab and includes an analysis of data. The proper way to write a lab report includes a title, purpose, background, procedure, data tables and questions and calculations and a conclusion. Not having a conclusion will cost you 5 points.
