Provincial Government: Provides many services to the province
· Education
· Energy

· Health and Wellness

· Children’s Services

· Aboriginal Relations

· Sustainable Resources

· Agriculture and Food

· Tourism and Parks

· Seniors and Community Support
How Provincial Government is Elected

· Election is called

· Political parties begin campaigning 

· Voting districts called Constituencies vote for a MLA

· The Party with the most MLAs forms the government

· The second place party forms the opposition

Who can be a candidate?

· Be an eligible voter

· Get a form from Elections Alberta signed by at least 25 electors in their district
Who can vote?
· Must live in the constituency

· Be a Canadian citizen

· Be at least 18 years old

· Live in Alberta for six months 

Voting Process

· Go to polling station and check in with poll clerk and deputy returning officer (DRO)

· Give poll clerk your voter identification card, get your ballot

· Go behind a voting screen and mark your choice with an X

· Take folded ballot to DRO then place it into the ballot box
Provincial Government Roles
Lieutenant Governor: The Queen’s representative in Alberta.

· Social role- hosting guests

· Constitutional roles:  signs bills, speech from the throne, start/end legislature

· Ceremonial role- attending events

MLA: Member of Legislative Assembly

· Bring views of constituents to ministries for discussion

· Introduce, debate, and vote on bills

· Get opinions from constituents about government plans

· Attend constituency events and celebrations

· Help solve problems in constituency

· Meet with special interest groups
· Keep informed about  issues in constituency

· Work on government committees to study proposed bills

· Discuss how money will be spent

Opposition member: MLA who is not a member of the party in power

· Responsible for studying and questioning the governments’ plans and actions

Premier: Leader of the government
Cabinet Minister: A person chosen by the premier to be in charge of a department

· Meet with premier to discuss what should be done and what action to take

· Create a budget for the department

· Research, write, and vote on bills

· Work on committees with MLAs to discuss government plans and actions

· Serve as MLA for their constituency

· Voting in referendums

· Expressing opinions about bills

· Become a candidate for the Legislature

· Contacting MLAs about concerns

· Voting in elections
