6th Grade Canaanite Diary Assignment
Directions
1. Read p. 68-69 in your text book and review the Canaan Geography document in the drop box. 

2. Take notes on the land of Canaan. These notes should be typed and should be 10 bullet points in length.

3. When you have finished your notes, imagine what the land would have looked like and what life would have been like.

4. You will compose a minimum of 3 diary entries about your daily life in the land of Canaan. You can write about your tent, your family, trade, war, your ruler, your region, food and agriculture, the climate or geography, etc. 

5. You make a full page colored illustration to cover your diary. This must be hand drawn and be your best work.

Criteria

Notes

· Your Canaanite notes must be typed and at least 10 bullet points in length.

Diary Entries

· There are to be 3 typed diary entries.

· Each entry must be a minimum of 10 sentences in length. 

· Entries are fictional, but must be based on what you learned in reading about the land of Canaan.


Illustration

· Illustration must be hand drawn.

· It must take up the full page.

· It must be colored.
Optional: In the event that you cannot type or prefer to write by  hand, you  may handwrite the assignment in your best handwriting.
Students have had 3 class periods to work on this assignment and should have completed the reading, notes, and 2 diary entries by now. A final printed copy of the assignment is due in class on Friday.
