Genesis Family Tree

Materials: scissors, glue, pencils or makers, printed mini-biographies, printed names, 1 large piece of paper

Directions:

1. Compose a mini-biography for the following people: Adam, Eve, Cain, Abel, Noah, Abraham, Sarah, Isaac, Jacob, Esau, Joseph. Each biography is to be one paragraph giving details about the person’s life and the message we learn from their story. This is to be done using a table in Word.

2. Cut out all of the mini-biographies into squares. There will be a name square and a biography square for each person.

3. Using a large piece of paper, assemble the people we have met into a family tree. Really, this will be 2 small trees, one with Adam, Eve, Cain, Abel, and another tree with Abraham and his descendents. Noah can be placed between the two trees.

4. Make sure to show the relationship between each person in the trees. This can be done by drawing lines between husbands and wives and to their descendants.

5. Once you have created your layout, paste the pieces of paper to the large sheet. 

6. Draw one picture for each person.

7. Decorate the entire large piece of paper as a tree (a bush, shrub, or vines would work too).
