Prayer Leader Project
This year, we will be combining our person of the week tradition with the role of prayer leader. The person of the week, as you may recall, is the person to whom we write note cards with positive comments each week.  


Note Cards:

This year, person of the week will be determined in advanced. Note cards will be written on Mondays. Each note card must have2 positive comments written in complete sentences and each comment must be about a person’s character, not things they have or things they like. Each comment also must be explained. The cards can be anonymous.
Example, my note card about Mr. Gardner would read:

Mr. Gardner is a very dedicated teacher who uses his unique personality to inspire the class. Mr. Gardner helps me learn all that I can about Social Studies by having high expectations for all of his students. I look forward to coming to class just to see what he will do next.

It would not say:

U are Cool, u make funny noises and shop at Banana Republic and wear argyle sometimes, maybe too much.
The note cards will be read to the whole class on Fridays and will be given to the person. 

Prayer Leader requirements:

The prayer leader for the week will be responsible for leading prayer each day of the week. The prayer leader must write 3 original prayers in this format:

1. Song-One of the prayers will use a song of the person’s choice. The student will select an appropriate song (it can be secular if it is meaningful and uses appropriate language). The student will introduce the song telling the class what to pay attention to, the song will be played, and then the student will explain why they chose this song.

2. Scripture-One of the prayers will call for the selection of a passage from Scripture. The student can choose and Old or New Testament Passage (at least four verses) to share with the class. They will read the passage and then explain why they chose this passage.

3. Petition-One of the prayers composed by the student will be a prayer of petition, that is, a prayer asking God for something on behalf of the class. 
The prayer leader will use the attached templates to guide them in writing each of their prayers. The templates must be used as they give the specific requirements and directions for each of the three prayers
Part 1: Song

Part III: Petition

A prayer of petition is a prayer where you ask God for something. You are not asking for material possessions, to win a game, or to “get” something. Instead your focus should be to ask for strength or courage in dealing with the many challenges in life.

	Salutation:

(Here you would address God. For example, Dear God, Heavenly Father, Loving God, Almighty God, etc)



	Thank God for what he has already done. Be specific.

	Ask for something. Your focus is to ask for something that can benefit you and your classmates, but it must be immaterial.

	Explain why you are asking for this. What will you do with this gift?

	Closing:

(Here you would end the prayer. For example, through Christ our Lord or in Jesus’ name.)

	Amen.
