SUMMER READING

SENIOR ENGLISH 2010 - 2011


The English department is working to encourage independent reading by our students. Each grade level is expected to participate and will be assessed at the beginning of the school year.

Some experts recommend that students read two million words a year on their own.  Others suggest reading at least thirty minutes a day. We want all students to read at least thirty minutes a day and keep track of what they read.  

Seniors: I expect you to read thirty minutes every day. I want you to keep a written log of what you read. 

Note the material read, time and number of pages read, and a reminder, comment, or thought about your reading. You should use a form similar to the one attached. Have this on the first day of school.

Share reading as a family: Choose books to read together based on your family’s interest and background. Take time during or after meals to talk about current reading.
