ATTEND THE PLAY AND … while hanging out in Southmoreland park this summer at the festival, the following might enhance the experience.  http://www.kcshakes.org/

1. Plot: A day or two before the show, read at least the first two acts of the play. There is no need to read the entire play since you will be seeing it soon enough. You want to familiarize yourself with the characters and the plot, and get your brain used to the language so it’s not such a shock.


2. Arrival: Plan on arriving early enough to get in the spirit. The green show and show talk are usually a good way to enjoy the festival and possibly learn about the production. Also you can find good blanket seating with early arrival.


3. The great outdoors: Don’t forget the essentials: a DONATION at the gate, blanket, picnic, and bug spray.


4. Journal: Bring pen and paper to jot down your impressions during and after the show. This will help as we study the production during class.


5. Setting: What do you notice about the set? How does the set enhance the play?


6. Interview: After the performance, think about a character who most caught your attention. This could also be a director or stage manager or set designer. What would you ask of that person and want to learn from them?


7. Pay attention to Falstaff.
