The Sacco and Vanzetti Trial
Bartolomeo Vanzetti and Nicola Sacco were known anarchists that we accused of a double murder and robbery in 1920.  There was no evidence to make them suspects in the case but police were biased because of Sacco and Vanzetti’s anarchist ties.  The judge in the case said, “This man, (Vanzetti) although he may not have actually committed the crime attributed to him, is nevertheless culpable (guilty), because he is the enemy of our existing institutions."  

The trial met with worldwide criticism because of the obvious misapplication of justice.  The two were sentenced to death by electrocution.  In spite of major protests and strikes all over the world, Nicola Sacco and Bartolomeo Vanzetti were executed in the electric chair on August 23, 1927. The execution sparked riots in London and Germany.
