
The Teapot Dome Scandal:
Scandal in which newspapers reported a secret arrangement in which Senator Albert Fall had leased naval oil reserves to a private oil company without competitive bidding.  The scandal resulted in Warren G. Harding’s administration being remembered in history as one of the most corrupt to occupy the White House.  Historians use the Teapot Dome scandal as an example of one of the reasons Americans lost trust in the federal government in the early 20th century.
