Dear 6th Grade Parents,
In an effort to keep math computation skills at a high level, Saint Theresa Catholic School math teachers require students to keep practicing those skills over the summer.  To make this easier on parents, several options are possible:  
1.  Spectrum Book

If you choose the Spectrum book, a list of the pages your child will need to complete is included.  Your child can do this on their own at home, or with a tutor.  All of the requirements that are included will need to be completed for full credit. 
      2.  Individual Tutoring or Kumon or Mathnasium
You may choose to use a tutor or go to Kumon or Mathnasium.  We expect 12-20 hours of total work no matter what option you choose.  A list of topics to be covered over the summer will be sent home some time in 4th Quarter.  All must be taught for full credit.
      3.  Brophy Summer School

If your child is interested in attending summer school at Brophy, classes run from June 1st-26th, and registration is now taking place.  Classes fill up fast, so register soon if this is the option you prefer. Students entering grade 7 should take:
                                               MATH 2 (highly recommended for all 6th graders) or
                                         MATH 3 PRE-ALGEBRA if they always have 95% or better. 

They may comment that Math 2 is “easy,” but the goal is to make those easy skills automatic and to improve computation and accuracy when they work on the more abstract concepts in their regular math class.  Information is available at www.brophyprep.org.  Students who choose to attend summer school at Brophy are expected to miss no more than 3 days to get full credit.  

Note about Brophy:  Brophy is in June.  We don’t start school until mid-August.  That is a lot of time to forget what they have learned.  We recommend that if you do Brophy, you should follow up with one of the other two options at the end of July/beginning of August to refresh their math skills.


         During the week of August 21st, students should bring in documentation of their work.  This might be: 

1.  The pages from the book they used. 

2.  A note from the tutor including the number of hours met, the topics covered, and work completed. 

3.  An official report card or progress report from a summer program.  
A parent meeting will take place at the end of April to introduce you to Junior High and explain the changes in the math program, including the grouping of students into different classes.  The date should be in the newsletter, and an email will go home in the next few weeks.  
Please return the bottom portion of this letter to confirm your plans for the summer.
