1) What does the story "The Big Game" tell us about Native Identity?

2) Explain Weaver's statement "Identity is a combination of self-identity and the perception of others."  In answering this, use personal examples. 

3)  Explain how a reliance on blood quantum as the criteria for Native identity will lead to statistical extermination or genocide.  (30 points)
