Classroom Expectations

Mrs. Medina’s AVID Class

I am so glad to have you in Sophomore AVID.  I know we will have a fun year.

1.  You are expected to enter class quietly without interrupting the class if you are late, leaving any indication that the tardy should be excused on my desk.  If you are late unexcused more than 3 times, you will serve a lunch detention.  If you receive a second set of 3 unexcused tardies you will have an afternoon detention assigned.  There will be an office referral if you are tardy again in one quarter.

2.  I will expect all bathroom requests to be made after 20 minutes of class time have passed (this is usually the practice time of the class) and not to be made during the last 10 minutes of the class unless there is an emergency.
3.   I will expect each student to keep a notebook for all classes that includes Cornell notes, tests, quizzes, class work, and homework for each class being taken by the student or a separate notebook for that particular class if that is requested by that teacher.  Unless otherwise indicated every Monday I will require a check of the assignment logs with each period and what the assignment was written beside it from the previous week.  Every Tuesday I will expect a printed grade check showing all assignments to be turned in at the beginning of classes.  Every Wednesday I will expect a set of Cornell notes from one of the core classes from the week before chosen by the student. Every Thursday I will require a set of Cornell notes or a class reflection of one of the core subjects from the date that I give the students.
4. I will have a weekly meeting with a grade check with each student.  If your grade is below a C you will be expected to
· attend our AVID (or Atheletic) Study tables called Tutorial Plus during lunch until the grade is at least a C.  A letter with information on how Tutorial Plus will work will be sent home in the near future.  I will inform the students who are required to attend the Lunch Group on Fridays.  Attendance will be a large part of the weekly participation grade 

· present a written action plan to improve each grade of C or below that is discussed modified if necessary and that I approve either  at the time of our weekly meeting where the C or below grades are presented or the following day before or after school, or during 7th period (my planning period).  Each action plan will be worth 25 points.

· use the Tutorials for that subject on Tuesday and Thursday until the grade improves using questions signed by the teacher of that subject to make sure they are pertinent.  These will be worth 10 points each as an extra grade.  If there is more than 1 grade of C of below at the action plan discussion the subject area from which the questions will be chosen by the student.  
· The extra grades in the grade book may cause confusion so I want to clarify that you may see a lot of excused assignments (shown in zangle with a 0 appearing in the points box and a comment of Excuse the Student in the comment box).  I want you to be aware that if the student was expected to do this assignment and did not complete it there will a comment of No credit and a 0 in the points box.  Hopefully not many will need these grades since they have all As Bs and Cs.
5. I will consider coping, or letting someone else copy your work on either homework, a quiz or a test, as well as any talking except to me before all tests or quizzes are in and wandering eyes during a quiz or a test as cheating.  These actions will also mean a 0 on that activity with no chance of a make-up.
6.  Make up work will be found on our class website also known as Quia (the site is found by accessing the Doherty home page, going to departments, clicking on Foreign Language, clicking on my picture and finally clicking on the AVID web page.  Make up work due to EXCUSED absences ONLY will be accepted up to the number of excused absent days as dictated by school policy.  I will NOT remind or ask students for this work.  It is their responsibility to turn the work in on time.  A 0 No credit notation will go into the grade book for the assignment and will remain there if I do not receive it within that time frame.  The student will need to check posted lesson plans on the class website to see what must made up and see me before the assignment is due if assistance is required.  Tutorials are not required to be made up.  NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED.
7.  All tests except finals may be made up within 5 school days after the grades appear on zangle.
8.   I will post grades every Tuesday or Wednesday and once a month send a note home with all students informing every of the student’s current grade.  This will need a parent signature and be returned to me for a homework grade.  The students/parents are expected to check these grades and inform me of any necessary corrections by the next time grades are posted.
9.   I will be available before school after 7 am, during 7th period, A & E after school or by appointment for make up tests or extra help.  The students or parents may also e-mail me or write me a note that I will answer by the next day.
