La Concordancia de los Adjetivos

Adjectives usually follow the noun that they modify.    The adjectives change endings to agree with the noun they modify (o, for masculine singular, a for feminine singular, os for masculine plural, as for feminine plural).  La falda nueva, los chicos bajos, el alumno estúpido, las camisas baratas.  There are a few exceptions to this rule.  Bueno and malo are 2 adjectives which can go either before or after the noun they modify.  If you choose to place bueno and malo before the noun, we drop the o when the noun is masculine and singular.  There are no other changes made.  El buen profesor, el profesor bueno, la mala profesora, la profesora mala, los malos alumnos, los malos alumnos, las buenas alumnas, las alumnas buenas.  The word primero (a,os, as) usually goes in front of the noun it modifies, and once again with a masculine singular word we drop the o in primero.  El primer avion, la primera clase, los primeros trenes, las primeras motos. Grande may come either before or after a noun. The meaning changes and the word grande changes to gran in the singular form (because grande ends in an e, it has only 2 form grande for singular and grandes for plural).  When gran is used in front of the noun it means great or famous, and when grande follows the noun it means big or large.  El gran hombre – the great famous man, la gran cuidad – the great big city, los hoteles grandes – the big, large, hotels, las clases grandes – the large, big classes. Remember all other nouns follow the noun that they modify.
